AN ACCURATE FPROPELLOR PITCH CALIBRATOR

This system was published in * EXPERIMENTAL “ a French megazine , by
Michel Colomban , designer and constructor of the MC-100 Banbi  He developed
the system to calibrate the pitch of his propellor _ It is an application of the KISS
principle . The picture is sedf explainatory

It is basically an L shaped plywood nuler 50 mm wide . From point B anarc of 573
mm radius is drawn at the end of the ruler 350 to 400 mm long and cut &5 shown on
the drawing .

Why 573 mm 7 Because at 1his length an are of 10 mm length is one degre . 4
millimetric graduated tape is ghued at the end of the L shaped apparatus The zero of
the tape in line with a line drawn from the point B and parallele to the side . A neadle
is inserbed a2 B and o plumbob is aached to the neadle via a very thin and strong
black thread . To prevent long oscillations , the plumbab is immersed in a can filled
with water or better still with oil . With = litle bit of patience and practice angle of up
to 1/10 of millimeter can be read which is 1/100 of a degre

During the calibration procedure the propelior blide being calibragied should be
horiznial - The aicraft should also be in & level position with the motor crankshaft
horizontally level . Note that ell the measurements should be done in a drafl free
environment



Mote : a piece of aluminum angle is fixed to the ruler permetting the apparatus to be
attached to the propellor via a clamping device A lining should be gheed to the
aluminium face in contact with the propeller .

ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING 1999
Dear members,

Well, what a year it has been - in al| seriousness the secretary’s position has been the
casier of the 3 executive positions.

What has oceurred through the year:-
Correspondence

Correspondence inwards and outwards has mainly concerned the newsletter and
correspondence inwards re Fly-ins, The Newsletter costs us about $20 a month to
publish and post - we get away with the low cost because the editor absorbs a lot of
the expenses himself. At the start of the year the Newsletter was being posted to all
members - whether financial or not - but this changed about April when we reduced
the posting to only financial members but include copies to the AUF Canberra and the
Boonah Shire Council,

The Executive also introduced ‘The Ding Hoa’ award. - This was awarded to persons
and organisations who assisted the Flying Tigers in some major manner. Two awards
were made - ane to John Donnelly of Aeroeagle and one to Tony Foran of Lyndon.

Incorporation

During the year the Club became incorporated. This means that we are now legally
bound to submit various financial documents a1 the end of the financial vear and also
be aware that all our accounts are now apen for serutiny from various Government
Departments. Our Treasurer Tan handles the submission of the financial records and
our audit process - an extremely taxing job which Ian does well,

Jupiters

The President mentioned the Jupiters Trust Fund Benefit. The club has submitted an
application to the fund for a total - in round figures - of $81,000.00 for the purchase
and erection of a combined hanger/clubhouse. The process of preparing our bid was
involved and very time consuming, We first had to obtain various quotes from
numerous organisations because as you are aware - there is not Just one organisation
which does this sort of thing. We then had 1o put together the bid justifying every
dollar and support the bid with recommendations from Boonah Council ‘they first have
to approve the land on the strip® and also that we had the expertise within the chub 1o
successfully manage a project of $81,000.00
